He founded his winery and 

launched his own brand in 1972. The Jackson Family purchased Edmeades in 1988 and brought current winemaker 

Ben Salazar on board in 2012.

N O T E S

The wine begins with warm and intense aromas of cinnamon and cloves. Those spices give way to aromas of 

blackberries, currants, and sage. The texture is round and the fruit expression is concentrated and lush. Soft 

tannins accentuate the richness of the wine, while pleasant acidity keeps it fresh on the finish.
